Novice 24: (Senior and Junior, team and individual Area championship, BRC team qualifier, 
open individual) 
Eligibility: Horses/Ponies not to have more than 124 BD points. 

 
 
Entry fees: £18.00 per horse/rider combination

 All communication will be by email – please use an address you check regularly! 

 Please check your eligibility for each class.  

 Please ensure that you send a copy of your horse’s passport with your entry and that you bring it 
with you on the day. This must be handed in BEFORE you are given your number. A member of 
BMRC will facilitate this on the day and more details will be emailed prior to the event. 

 Entry fees must accompany entry forms – entries without payment will be placed on a wait list until 
correct payment is received. 

 Copies of passport with flu vaccination record must accompany entry forms. 

 All teams will be put together on a first come first served basis. 

 Please familiarise yourself with the BRC flu vaccination requirements; if your vaccination record is 
incorrect and your entry becomes a non-qualifier, we will ask for payment from you for the rest of 
your subsidised entry). IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO MAKE SURE THIS IS CORRECT. Link to online 
flu vaccination checker and the relevant sections of the rulebook:
