In daylight hours, fluorescent riding equipment shows up the 
best and is now available in Orange, Pink and Green.  The Polite 
range has also been released and has been proven to be even 
more effective as the checker tabard mimics the uniform of the 

mounted Police.  Drivers 
immediately think checkerð
Police!   

A special pigment is used in 
the colour dyes which is better 
able to absorb ultra-violet 
light, thereby helping to 
enhance the colour and make 
it more immediately vivid than 

any other colour.   

A large percentage of horses 
are bay, black, chestnut and 
roans, these colours blend into 
the background of roads and 
lanes very easily not just in 
Winter but Summer months 
too. 

According to BHS, wearing 
fluorescent clothing enables a 
motorist to see you on average 

five seconds more 
quickly which means a driver has 88m more braking 

distance, which will make all the difference between not 
seeing you and being able to slow down and pass safely.

ROUND, IT REALLY DOES MAKE ALL THE DIFFERENCE!
